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	Pet Alert

At least three dead cats and four dead possums have been found along South Capistrano and Vista Del Sol, adjacent to the condos.  Someone is likely putting out poison, and small animals are finding it.  Condo owners—particularly those in the southeast corner of the condos—should take care letting your pets roam.  If anyone has any information regarding the source of the killings, please contact either the Managing Agent (Veracity) or a Villas board member.  

More About Pets …

There have been several complaints about dog owners not cleaning up after their pets.  Even the landscape and maintenance crews have voiced concern about the amount of defecation in the common areas.  The problem is particularly acute in the area adjacent to the tennis courts.   The landscaping crew in particular has a problem with it, and they’ve have been instructed not to mow back yards in which owners have not cleaned up after their dogs.  Please clean up after your pet, and if you see someone failing to do so, take the initiative to remind them that it’s an important (and legal) obligation of being a pet owner in Parkway Villas.  

Carpet on Balconies

Several condo owners have put down outdoor carpet on their balconies.  The problem is that carpet retains water, which accelerates the deterioration and ultimate rotting of the wood floor.  The condominium association is responsible for maintaining the balconies, but it is not responsible for repairing damage caused by owner’s actions, such as putting down carpet.  If you do have carpet on your balcony, please take it up in order to preserve and protect the wood flooring.  
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What’s the Difference?

The Villas HOA includes condominium homeowners only. The Master HOA includes the condos as well as single-family homes and is responsible for the pool, tennis courts, and clubhouse.

Who to Call?

If you have billing questions or repair issues that you believe are the responsibility of the Villas HOA, please contact the Managing Agent, Veracity. Please understand that the Veracity staff cannot authorize repairs or services that are not HOA responsibility.

	Solar Screens

Several condo owners have installed solar screens in their windows to reduce direct sunlight.  An architectural requirement of the Villas Rules and Regulations is that screens must fit the window.  These rules also expressly forbid any aluminum foil or reflective window treatments.  If you have any questions about window treatments, please direct them to the Managing Agent or a Villas Board member.  

Villas Website

The Villas need to develop a user friendly website where we can post the Association  Rules/By-Laws, provide  timely updates on Association activities,  and address owner’s issues and concerns.  There are several good sites that host homeowner association websites; what we need is someone to design the site for us.  If you have any web skills and would be willing to design an Association website (using the host template), please contact Veracity or a Board member.  We could sure make use of your talent!

Whose Responsibility?

While the Villas are condominiums, they are similar in many ways to owning a single-family detached home, so it is not always obvious whether a repair issue is your responsibility or the HOA’s. The Maintenance Responsibility Chart is the best place to find your answer.  You can find it in the Declarations / By-Laws packet you should have received at closing when you purchased your unit from its previous owner.
